Hence, all lnsurance Commission Regulated Entities (lCREs) are directed to submit
to the AIVLC a written return containing details required under Rule 16.c of the
lmplementing Rules and Regulations of the Terrorism Financing Prevention and
Suppression Act of 2021 (TFPSA). All ICREs are also mandated to submit a
Suspicious Transaction Report (STR) on all previous transactions of the identified
entities/individuals within five (5) days from notice of the subject AIVLC Resolution.

Furthermore, all ICREs are likewise directed to submit proof of sanction screening to
this Commission, including allthe necessary supporting documents such as the email
trail of sanction screening for evaluation.
